Text on the monument: In March of 1847, 20 Comanche leaders, including the great Penetuhka chiefs,

Old Owl, Buffalo Hump, and Santanna, met on this site to negotiate a treaty of peace between the

Comanches and German colonists represented by Baron John A. Meusebach. The site was designated a

Texas Historic Site and was awarded a Texas Historic Marker in 1936.
